1.10 11, shall be used, effective November 1, 2010, to fund an approved moratorium exception

1.11 project for a nursing facility in Bloomington licensed for 137 beds as of November 1,
1.12 2010, up to a total property rate adjustment of $19.33.

1.13 (b) Effective June 1, 2012, any nursing facility in McLeod County licensed for 110

1.14 beds shall have its replacement-cost-new limit under subdivision 17e increased by
