Subd. 12. Health care provider. "Health care provider" means a person who is2.17

Subd. 14. Massage therapist. "Massage therapist" means a health care professional2.28

registered under this chapter for the practice of massage therapy.2.29

Subd. 15. Municipality. "Municipality" means a county, town, city, or other2.30

municipal corporation or political subdivision of this state.2.31

Subd. 16. Physical agent modality. "Physical agent modality" means modalities2.32

that use the properties of light, water, temperature, sound, and electricity to produce2.33

a response in soft tissue.2.34
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Subd. 17. Practice of massage therapy. "Practice of massage therapy" means3.1

to engage professionally for compensation or as a volunteer in massage therapy or the3.2

instruction of professional technique coursework.3.3

Subd. 18. Professional organization. "Professional organization" means an3.4

organization that represents massage therapists, was established before the year 2000,3.5

offers professional liability insurance as a benefit of membership, has an established code3.6
