(2) injecting, ingesting, inhaling, or otherwise introducing into the human body a1.12

controlled substance, (3) testing the strength, effectiveness, or purity of a controlled1.13

substance, or (4) enhancing the effect of a controlled substance.1.14

(b) "Drug paraphernalia" does not include the possession, manufacture, delivery, or1.15

sale of hypodermic needles or syringes in accordance with section 151.40, subdivision 2.1.16
