Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 2012, section 3.9223, subdivision 1, is amended to read:1.6

Subdivision 1. Membership. (a) The state Council on Affairs of Chicano/Latino1.7

People consists of the following members:1.8

(1) 11 members appointed by the governor, including eight members representing1.9

each of the state's congressional districts and three members appointed at large. The1.10

demographic composition of the council members must accurately reflect the demographic1.11

composition of Minnesota's Chicano/Latino community, including migrant workers, as1.12

determined by the state demographer. Membership, terms, compensation, removal of1.13

members, and filling of vacancies are as provided in section 15.0575. Because the council1.14

performs functions that are not purely advisory, the council is not subject to the expiration1.15

date in section 15.059.;1.16

(2) two members of the house of representatives appointed by the speaker and two1.17

members of the senate appointed by the Subcommittee on Committees of the Committee1.18

on Rules and Administration shall serve as nonvoting members of the council.;1.19

(3) other nonvoting members of the council:1.20

(i) a member of the governor's official staff designated by the governor;1.21

(ii) the commissioner of education;1.22

(iii) the commissioner of the Office of Higher Education;1.23

(iv) the commissioner of employment and economic development;1.24

(13) assist recent immigrants in adaptation into the culture and promote the study3.6
