Subd. 3. Number of trunk highway intersections or interchanges. (a) Unless

otherwise provided in paragraph (b), a specific service sign for a rural agricultural or

tourist-oriented business, place of worship, restaurant, motel, resort, recreational camping
area, or gasoline service station or other retail motor fuel business is limited to one
intersection or interchange on the trunk highway system.

(b) Specific service signs are permitted at two intersections or interchanges on

the trunk highway system if the place of business is located Addittonal-stgning-may-be

distanee-from; two-or-more-trunk-htghways between trunk highways and within 15 miles

of each qualifying intersection or interchange.
