Subd. 31. Body camera data. (a) As used in this subdivision, "body camera data"1.7

means any audio or video data collected by a device, worn by a peace officer and operated1.8

pursuant to a written department or agency policy, that records the officer's activities and1.9

interactions with the public or collects digital evidence as part of an investigation.1.10

(b) Except for data classified as active criminal investigative data pursuant to1.11

subdivision 7, body camera data collected in a space, or at a location, where a data subject1.12

is presumed to have a reasonable expectation of privacy under the constitutions of the1.13

United States or the state of Minnesota, is private data on individuals or nonpublic data at1.14

all times and may only be shared or disseminated pursuant to court order. Notwithstanding1.15

subdivision 7, body camera data that are part of an inactive investigation remain classified1.16

as provided in this subdivision.1.17

(c) Nothing in this section shall be construed to limit a court's authority to determine1.18

the admissibility of evidence in a judicial proceeding.1.19
