Subd. 3. Compensation; expenses. Compensation of nentegtstator members

appointed under subdivision 1, clause (1), is as provided in section +5-:659;but; 15.0575.

Because the council performs functions that are not purely advisory, the expiration dates

provided in that section 15.059 do not apply. Expenses of the council must be approved

by two of any three members of the council designated by the council and then be paid
in the same manner as other state expenses. The exeeutrveseeretary chair shall inform
the commissioner of finance in writing of the names of the persons authorized to approve

ceXpenses.

Subd. 4. Meetings. Meetings may be called by the chair or at the written request of

five members of the council. A majority of the voting members of the council is a quorum.
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Subd. 5. Officers; personnel; authority. The council shall annually elect a chair
and other officers as it may deem necessary. The chair may appoint subcommittees
necessary to fulfill the duties of the council. It shall also employ and prescribe the duties

of employees and agents as it deems necessary at the direction of elected tribal leaders.

The compensation of the executive director of the board council is as provided by section

43A.18. All employees are in the unclassified service. The-chatrtsamrexofficromember
of the-State Board-of HumanRights: Appropriations and other funds of the council are

subject to chapter 16C. The council may contract in its own name. Contracts must be

approved by a majority of the members of the council with the approval of elected tribal

leaders and executed by the chair and the executive director. The council may apply
for, receive, and spend in its own name, grants and gifts of money consistent with the
powers and duties specified in this section. The council shall maintain its primary office in

Bemidji. It shall also maintain personnel and office space in St. Paul.

Subd. 6. Duties. The primary duties of the council are to:

Subd. 7. State officials and departments; cooperation. In carrying out these

objectives and to ascertain fndtan the needs of members of federally recognized tribes

in Minnesota and urban Indian community members, the council shall have the right to

confer with state officials and other governmental units and have access to records as
necessary to obtain needed information. The council also shall have the right to call upon

various state departments for technical advice and service as needed to fulfill its purposes.
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Subd. 8. Advisory eeuneit board. An advisory eetirrett board on urban Indians
shall advise the beard council on the unique problems and concerns of Minnesota Indians
who reside in urban areas of the state. The eounett board must be appointed by the beard

council at the direction of the elected tribal leadership and consist of six Indians residing

in the vicinity of Minneapolis, St. Paul, Bemidji, and Duluth. At least one member of
the eotmrett board must be a resident of each city. The terms, compensation, and removal
of members are as provided in section 15.059, but the expiration dates provided in that

section do not apply.

Subd. 10. Rulemaking. Notwithstanding other law, the council does not have
authority to adopt, amend, or repeal rules or to adjudicate contested cases or appeals. Rules

adopted before July 1, 2001, may continue in effect until amended or repealed by law."
