compound, mixture, or preparation that contains any quantity of a substance that is a1.14

cannabinoid receptor agonist, including, but not limited to, the following substances and1.15

their analogs, including homologues; isomers, whether optical, positional, or geometric;1.16

esters; ethers; salts; and salts of isomers, esters, and ethers, whenever the existence of the1.17
