Sec. 2. APPROPRIATION; 9,000 EQUITIES FUND.

$10,000,000 in fiscal year 2024 is appropriated from the general fund to the Minnesota

Housing Finance Agency for a grant to Build Wealth Minnesota to establish the 9,000

Equities Fund, a targeted loan pool, to provide affordable first mortgages or equivalent

financing opportunities to households struggling to access mortgages in underserved

communities of color. The goal of the 9,000 Equities Fund is to close the homeownership

disparity gap by 15 percent in the Twin Cities metropolitan area over five to seven years.
