Subdivision 1. Applicability. For purposes of sections 152.22 to 152.31, the terms1.14

defined in this section have the meanings given them.1.15

Subd. 2. Allowable amount of marijuana. (a) With respect to a qualifying patient,1.16

the "allowable amount of marijuana" means:1.17

(1) 2.5 ounces of usable marijuana; and1.18

(2) six marijuana plants contained in an enclosed, locked facility if the qualifying1.19

patient's registry identification card provides that the qualifying patient is authorized to1.20

cultivate marijuana.1.21

(b) With respect to a primary caregiver, the "allowable amount of marijuana" for1.22

each patient means:1.23

(1) 2.5 ounces of usable marijuana; and1.24
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(2) six marijuana plants contained in an enclosed, locked facility if the primary2.1

Subd. 7. Practitioner. "Practitioner" means a Minnesota licensed doctor of2.28

medicine, a Minnesota licensed doctor of osteopathy licensed to practice medicine, a2.29

Minnesota licensed physician assistant acting within the scope of authorized practice, or2.30

a Minnesota licensed advance practice registered nurse.2.31

Subd. 8. Primary caregiver. "Primary caregiver" means a person who is at least2.32

21 years old and who has agreed to assist with a qualifying patient's medical use of2.33

marijuana. A primary caregiver may assist no more than five qualifying patients with2.34

their medical use of marijuana.2.35
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Subd. 9. Qualifying patient. "Qualifying patient" means a person who has been3.1

diagnosed by a practitioner as having a debilitating medical condition.3.2

Subd. 10. Registry identification card. "Registry identification card" means a3.3

document issued by the commissioner that identifies a person as a qualifying patient or3.4

primary caregiver.3.5

Subd. 11. Usable marijuana. "Usable marijuana" means the dried leaves and3.6

flowers of the marijuana plant, and any mixture or preparation of it, but does not include3.7

the seeds, stalks, and roots of the plant.3.8

Subd. 12. Written certification. "Written certification" means a statement signed3.9

and dated by a practitioner, stating that in the practitioner's professional opinion the3.10

potential benefits of the medical use of marijuana would likely outweigh the health risks3.11

for the qualifying patient. A written certification must be reviewed by the practitioner3.12

annually and shall only be made in the course of a bona fide practitioner-patient3.13

relationship after the practitioner has completed a physical examination of the patient and3.14

a full assessment of the qualifying patient's medical history. The written certification3.15

shall specify the qualifying patient's debilitating medical condition or conditions and3.16

recommend the medical use of marijuana to alleviate the condition or symptoms associated3.17

with the condition.3.18

Sec. 3. [152.23] PROTECTIONS FOR MEDICAL USE OF MARIJUANA.3.19

Subdivision 1. Qualifying patient. A qualifying patient who possesses a registry3.20

If a qualifying patient or a primary caregiver who is4.1

not in possession of a registry identification card is arrested for possession of an amount of4.2

marijuana that does not exceed the allowable amount or is charged with this, the patient or4.3

caregiver shall be released from custody and the charges dismissed upon production of a4.4

valid registry identification card issued in the person's name.4.5

Subd. 4. Discrimination prohibited. (a) No school or landlord may refuse to enroll4.6

or lease to, or otherwise penalize, a person solely for the person's status as a registered4.7

qualifying patient or a registered primary caregiver, unless failing to do so would place the4.8

school or landlord in violation of federal law.4.9

(b) For the purposes of medical care, including organ transplants, a registered4.10

qualifying patient's authorized use of marijuana according to sections 152.22 to 152.314.11

is considered the equivalent of the authorized medication used at the discretion of a4.12

physician, and does not constitute the use of an illicit substance.4.13

(c) Unless a failure to do so would put an employer in violation of federal law4.14

or federal regulations, an employer may not discriminate against a person in hiring,4.15

termination, or any term or condition of employment, or otherwise penalize a person, if4.16

the discrimination is based upon either of the following:4.17

(1) the person's status as a registered qualifying patient or a registered primary4.18

caregiver; or4.19

(2) a registered qualifying patient's positive drug test for marijuana components or4.20

metabolites, unless the patient used, possessed, or was impaired by marijuana on the4.21

(d) A person shall not be denied custody of or visitation rights or parenting time4.23

with a minor solely for the person's status as a registered qualifying patient or a registered4.24

primary caregiver, and there shall be no presumption of neglect or child endangerment4.25

for conduct allowed under sections 152.22 to 152.31, unless the person's behavior is4.26

such that it creates an unreasonable danger to the safety of the minor as established by4.27

clear and convincing evidence.4.28

Subd. 5. Presumption. (a) There is a presumption that a qualifying patient or4.29

primary caregiver is engaged in the medical use of marijuana if the qualifying patient or4.30

primary caregiver:4.31

(1) is in possession of a registry identification card; and4.32

(2) is in possession of an amount of marijuana that does not exceed the amount4.33

permitted under sections 152.22 to 152.31.4.34
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(b) The presumption may be rebutted by evidence that conduct related to marijuana5.1

was not for the purpose of alleviating the qualifying patient's debilitating medical5.2

condition or symptoms associated with the medical condition.5.3

Subd. 6. Caregiver's reimbursement. A primary caregiver who is not a registered5.4

organization may receive reimbursement from a registered qualifying patient for costs5.5

associated with assisting with a registered qualifying patient's medical use of marijuana.5.6

To be reimbursable under this subdivision, a cost must have been actually incurred by the5.7

caregiver. Examples of reimbursable costs include mileage, travel expenses, price paid to5.8

obtain supplies, and the price paid to a registered organization for marijuana. A primary5.9

caregiver may not be paid any extra fee or compensation for serving as a caregiver.5.10

Reimbursement does not constitute sale of controlled substances.5.11

609.531 to 609.5318.5.24

Subd. 9. Arrest and prosecution prohibited. No person is subject to arrest or5.25

prosecution for any offense related to the possession of marijuana, including constructive5.26

possession, conspiracy, aiding and abetting, or being an accessory, solely for being in the5.27

presence or vicinity of the medical use of marijuana as permitted under sections 152.22 to5.28

152.31 or, if the person is a primary caregiver acting in compliance with sections 152.22 to5.29

152.31, for assisting a registered qualifying patient with using or administering marijuana.5.30

Subd. 10. Nursing facilities. Nursing facilities licensed under chapter 144A or5.31

boarding care homes licensed under section 144.50 may adopt reasonable restrictions on5.32

the use of medical marijuana by their residents. The restrictions may include a provision5.33

that the facility will not store or maintain the patient's supply of medical marijuana, that5.34

caregivers or the hospice agencies serving their residents are not responsible for providing5.35

the marijuana for qualifying patients, that marijuana be consumed in a method other than5.36
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smoking, and that medical marijuana be consumed only in a place specified by the facility.6.1

Nothing contained herein, however, shall require the facilities to adopt such restrictions6.2

and no facility shall unreasonably limit a qualifying patient's access to or use of marijuana.6.3

Subdivision 1. Requirements; issuance. (a) The commissioner shall issue registry6.5
