Sec. 16. The company may issue policies as soon as they have
fiky thousand dollars of the capital stock to said company sub-
scribed, but shall not issue policies to o greater amount than fifty
thousand dollars until the whole amount of one hundred thousand
dollars, as provided in section six, shall have been subscribed. In
cnse of loss or damage by fire, the members of said company shall
at twenty days notice pay to the Treasurerthe propoertionate assess-
ment which may be made on their notes; and if any member shall,
for the space of thirty days after such notice, neglect or refuse to
pay the sum assessed as his portion of any loss as aforesaid, in
"’{';.'u?‘_’ if notes gych case, the directors may sue for and recover the whole amount

of his deposite note or notes with costs of suit. The secretary and
treasurer shall give bonds with sufficient sureties, as shall be ap-
proved of hy the beard of directors, for thé faithful performance of
their respective trusts.
