It any of the persons so unlawfully flsscmbled
demolish, pull down or destroy any dwelling house or any
other building, or any shop, steamboat or vessel he shall be
punished by 1mpusonmcnt in the state prison not more than
seven years nor less than three years or by fine not exceed-
ing one thousand dollars in the discretion of the court.

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from and
after its passage.
