than five nor more than fifty dollars, and by the forfciture of
any and all the gamé first [fish] above named found in his or
their possession, and by the forfeiture of all fishing tackle,
baskets, and 2ll other sporting implements fouod in his or
their possession, together with the costs of prosecution. This
act shall not operate to interfere with the owners of private
ponds. ‘
