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CHAFTER LIII.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota :

Sgorron 1. That section eleven of chapter forty-three of the
general statutes, revision of cighteen lhundred and sixty-six,
be amended by adding thereto as follows:

Purposes for “ Fifth.—To receive and take charge of any money, stocks,

creatad. the same for the benefit of the bencficiaries of such express
trust, and the district courts of the state shall, on petition and
bearing, have power to appoint a trustee for the purpose herein
set forth, requiring such trustee to give such bond for the faith-
ful execution of such express trust as to the court may seem
right and proper, and express trusts, created ynder the provis-
ions of this clause, ehall be administered under the direction
of tha court.”
