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Fourth.—To prescribe the limits within which wooden buildings or
buildings not fire proof shall not be erected, placed or repaired.

Fifth.—To prevent the obstruction of streets or public grounds by
railway cars or otherwise.

SEC. 4. This act' is a public act and need not be pleaded nor
proven in any court in this state.

SEC. 5. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after
its passage.

CHAPTER XV.

'AN ACT TO INCORPORATE THE VILLAGE OF REDWOOD FALLS.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:
Q

SECTION i. That all that part of Redwood county, in the state of
Minnesota, embraced within the following boundaries, to-wit: The
west half (^) of section six (6), in township one hundred and twelve
(112), range thirty-five, all of section one (i), and the east half (^)
of section two (2), in township one hundred and twelve (112), range

'thirty-six (36), all of section thirty-one (31), in township one hundred
and thirteen (113), range thirty-five (35), and all of section thirty-six
(36), in township one hundred' and thirteen (113), range thirty-six
(36), as the same is designated upon the plat of the United , States
government survey, shall be know as the village of Kedwood Falls, and
the inhabitants thereof shall be and form a municipal corporation, and
shall have the powers possessed by a municipal corporation at common
law, arid in addition thereto, shall possess the powers specially granted
under and by virtue of chapter 139 of the general laws of 1875, state
0f Minnesota.

SEC. 2. Birney Flynn, C. C. Stickle and S. J. F. Ruter, are here-
by appointed a committee to call the first election for the organization
of said village, as required by section 9, chapter 139, general laws of
1875-

SEC. 3. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after
its passage.
