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shall be entitled to mileage, shall not apply to the commis-
sioners of Otter Tail connty; Provided further, That the
number of days for which said commissioners shall draw
pay shall not exceed fifty (30) days in one year.

Sec. 2. All acts and parts of acts inconsistent with this
act are hereby repealed.

Sec. 3. This act shall take effeet and be in foree from
and after its passage.

CHAPTER 89.

AN ACT TO AMEND SECTION TWO (2} OF CHAPTER SIXTY-
EIGHT (68) OF THE GENERAL LAWS OF THE YEAR ONE
THOUSAND EIGHT HUNDRED AND EIGHTY-ONE (1881), RE-
LATING TO CLERK HIRE IN THE OFFICE OF THE COUNTY
TREASURER OF OTTER TATL COUNTY.

Re it enacled by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Secrrox, 1. That section two (2) of chapter sixty-eight
(68) of the gencral laws of one thousand cight hundred
and eighty-one (1881) be amended so as to read as follows:

Sec. 2. That section one hundred and seventy-two (172)
ot said chapter eight (8) be amended by adding to the end
thereof the following proviso, viz.: DProvided, That the
county, commissioners of Otter Tail county may in their
discretion allow the county treasurer of said Otter Tail
county such sum as they shall deem just, not to exceed in
any one year the sum of twelve hundred (3,200) dollars for
clerk hire in the treasurer’s office, and for clerk hire and
expenses in visiting towns in said county to colleet personal
property tax.

Sgc. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after ifs passage. '
