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CHAPTER 205.

AN ACT AUTHORIZING THE VILLAGE OF BIRD ISLAND TO iSSUE ITS
BOKDS FOR COUNTY BUILDINGS.

Le 1t enacted by the Legz'.slat!ure of the State of M‘-nnesom :

Secrion 1. The village of Bird Island, in the county of Renville,
and state of Minnesota, is hereby ‘mthom?ed and empowered to issue
its bonds, for the purpose of crecting a court house, to be built in the
villuge of Bird Istand, in said county; said bonds shall he issned in
sums of not less than one hundred (100) dollars nor more than five
hundred (500) dollars, and shall not exceed in the aggregate the sum
of five thousand (5,000) dollars, to become dueand payable in ten (10)
years from the date thereof, with a rate of interest not to exceed ten
(10) per cent per annum, pquble annually.

SEec. 2. " Said bonds shall be signed by the presuient of the council
of said village of Bird Island, and countersigned by the clerk. . 1

Sec. 3. The proposition fo issue said bonds shall be submlt.ted to
a vote of the electors of said village at any annual election after the

- passage of this act, notice of which shall be given by the clerk of said
village, in the same manner as for ullage elections.” The ballots to
be voted at such election shall-have written or printed, or partly
written and partly printed thereon, the words, ‘‘In favor of Issumg
bonds—Yes,”” or the words, *‘In "favor of lssumg ponds—nNu." I
the mf\g(}nty of the votes cust, at said election are in favor of the issue
of said bonds, the village council of said village shall issue said bonds
accordingly.

Sec. 4. The’ village couneil of gaid village shfi.ll levy annually,
after the issuc of said bonds, a sufficient tax upon the taxable property
of said village, to pay the interest as it shall become due, and any
tax levied and. .collected for this purpose shall not be appropriated
for'any otlier purpose until the whole of said. bonds both principal
and interest, are fully paid.

SEc. 5. The said bonds shall be deposited mth the county treas-
urer of the county of Renville, to be used by him - for the benefit of
said county, at such times as the county commissioners of said county
shall determine, to erect & court house in the village of Bird Island
aforesaid, and shall not bear interest until they are so disposed of by
said cOunty treasurer.
