AN ACT PROVIDING FOR THE APPOINTMENT OF COMMIS-
SIONERS TO EXAMINE THE TORRENS AUSTRALIAN SYS-
TEM OF LAND TEANSFERS AND TO MAEKE REPORT
THEREOF, AND APPROPRIATING MONEY TQ PAY SUCH
COMMISSIONERS.

Be it enocted by the Legisature of the Siate of Minnemiz:

Secorron 1. The governor of the state of Minnesota is
hereby aathorized and requested to appoint three (3) com-
petent men a8 eommissioners to folly investigate, inquire
into and examine what is known ag the ‘*Torrens Anstra-
lian system of land transfers,’”” wherever the same has been
adopted and is in practical operation.

SEC, 2. B8aid commigsioners, so appointed, or any two (2)
of them, shall prepare a report in detail of the practical
workings of said Torrens system and fully explaining the
same, and submit such report to the next legislative assem-
bly of the state of Minnesota, at the opening of the session,
and with it a draft of a bill embodying said system, with a
view to its adoption, if deemed advisable.

SEC. 3. Baid commissioners shall receive as compensa-
tion for their services as sneh, including sll expenses con-
nected therewith, the sum of five hundred dollars (8500),
to be paid by the state treasurer; and the sum of five hun-
dred dollars ($500), payable ont of any money in the treas-
ury not otherwise appropriated, is hereby appropriated to
carry into effect the provisions of this act.

SEec, 4. Thig act shall take effect and be in foree from
and afler its passage.
