That there is hereby appropriated, out of
any moneys of the state not otherwise appropriated, the
smiv of fifteen thousand (15,000) dollars, orso much thereof
a3 may be necessary, to meet any additional expenses of
the legislature of the state of Minnesota for the year one
thonsand eight hundred and ninety-one (1891), not pro-
vided for by any appropriation heretofore made.
