CHAPTER 258.

[H. F. No. 370.]

AN ACT TO BEPEAL "AN" ACT TO AMEND TEE CHAPTER OF WINO3TA,
AND PREVENT ITS CITY COV3CIL PROM INCURRING ANY LIABIL-
ITY EXCEEDING- TEN THOUSAND ($10,000) DOLLARS FOE ANY
ONE OBJECT, WITHOUT A VOTE OF THE PEOPLE THEREON."

Be it enacted by the Legtslotvre oftJte State of Minnesota,:

SECTION 1. That an act entitled "An act to amend the charter of
the city of Winona and prevent its city council from incurring any
liability exceeding ten thousand (810,000) dollars for anyone ob-
ject, without a vote of the people thereon," approved February six-
teenth (16th), eighteen hundred and seventy (1870), he and the sain&
is hereby repealed.

SEC. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from and alter its-
passage.

CHAPTER 259.

AN ACT TO ABIE.YD "A2T ACT PKOVIDIXG TOR THE ACQUISITION
IMPROVEMENT OF LANDS TOR PUBLIC PARKS iN"D PAEKWAYS
IN THE CITY OF "WINONA, AND FOB THE CABE AND GOVERN-
MENT THEEEOF," APPROVED APRIL FIFTEEN (16), ONE THOUS-
AND EIGHT HUNDRED AND EIGHTY-NINE (1889).

Be it enacted bg the Legislature of ITie State of Himtetota:

SECTION 1. That the fourth (4th) subdivision of section four (4)
of an act entitled " An act providing for the acquisition and improve-
ment of lands for public pastes and parkways in the city of "Wlnoua^
aud for the care and government thereof," approved April fifteen
(15), one thousand eight hundred and eighty-nine (1889), be and the
same hereby is amended so as to read as follows;

"Fourth—A.t the time and place according to said notice, the said
appraisers shall view the premises and shall hear all persons ivho may
desire to be heard upon the question of damages and benefits, Trhich
are to be determined hy the appraisers, and they may administer the
usual oath to all persons -who may appear before them as witnesses,
and adjourn from day to day for the purpose aforesaid. In estimating
the damages to be awarded for the taking of property as aforesaid,
the appraisers shall take into consideration the reasonable value of
the property so to he taken and the injury -which may be incident to
