That all acknowledgments of sigpatures to deeds and
mortgages and other conveyances, and of the execntion of the same,
taken by J. W. Chestnut, as town clerk of the town of Sionx Valley,
Jackson county, Minnesota, in the years one thousand eight hundred
and eighty.-five (1886) and ono thousand eight hundred and eighty-
gix (1886), in which years he failed to file his bond with the clerk of
court of said Jackson county and to perform other acts, be and the
same are hereby legalized and made of the same validity as though
