AN ACT PROVIDING THAT EACH INCORPORATED CITY, VILLAGE OR
TOWN IN MARSHALL COUNTY, HAVING WITHIN ITS LIMITS PER-

BISTANCE, SHALL PROVIDE FOR THE SAME.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesola :

Se¢T10N 1. That such destitute persons, or those needing assistance,
resident within the limits of any city, incorporate village or town in
Marshall connty, shall be the charge of the city, village or town in
which they reside.

S8Eeo0. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after its
passage.

CHAPTER 4065.

AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE. COURTY COMMISSIONERS OF MARSHALL
COUNTY, ON CERTAIN CONDITIONS, TO APPROPRIATE MOKEY
FROM THE GENERAL FUND OF BAID COUNTY T(O AID IMMIGRA-
TION.

Be it enacted by the Legilatare of the Sals of Minnesota -

BecTioNn L. That the board of county commissioners of Marshall
county be and the same are hereby authorized, on presentation of
petitions signed by a majority of the voters of said county, asshown
by the number of votes polled at the last election, asking for an ap-
propriation from the general fund of the county to aid in securing
immigration, then said commissioners may therexpon appropriate
from the general fuod of said county the sum of eight hundred (800)
dollars for the purpose above mentioned.

8g0. 2. The moveys 80 appropriated shall not be paid ercept on
itemized acecounts ghowing the services rendered and expenses in-
carred and sworh to by the person or persops rendering such services
and ineorring such expenses.

8e0. 3. This act shzall take effeet and be in force from and afier its

passage. )
