Twenty-second—To fill any and all vacancies in theoffice of president
or trustee or treasurer or recorder or justice of the peace in said vil-
lage of Princeton, and said vacancy shall be filled by said common
council at any regular meeting thereof, and the officer so appointed
by said counneil shall hold his office until the next village election
thereafter ensning and until his successor be elected and qualified.

CHAPTER 81.

[H. F. Ko.249,]

AN ACT TO AUTHORIZE THE VILLAGE OF GAYLORD, IN SIBLEY COUNTY,
TO ISSUE BONDS TO THE AMOUNT OF FIVE THOUSAND (5,000}
DOLLARS, FOR THE PURPOSE OF BUILDING AND COMFPLETING A
VILLAGE HALL.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the Stade of IMinnesota :

SecTioN 1. The village council of the village of Gaylord is here-
by aunthorized to issue the bhonds of said village, with interest
coupons attached, to an amount not exceeding the sum of five thouns-
and (5,000) dollarg, in such denominations as may be by eaid coun-
cil determined, payable in not more than twenty (20) years, and to
hear interest not greater than eight, (8) per cent per anoum, payable
annnally, for the purpose of erecting, bnilding and finishing a village
hall in and for the nse of said village; Provided, that said bonds shall
1ot be sold for less than par, and shall be known as the ‘“Village Hall
Bonds’? of said Gaylord.

8E0, 2. Before issuing any such bonds, the village council shall
sabmit to the legal voters of said village, as a proposition to be voted
on by them, at any annnal village election, or af a special election
called for that purpose, which proposition shall distinetly state the
amount of bonds to be issned, the purpose for which they are to be
issued, the time when payable and the rate of interest the same shall
bear, within the limitations of section one (1) of this act. At said
election those voting in faver ofsuch issue shall have written or print-
ed upon the ballots used the words, ‘‘For the issue of bonds to
burild a village hall — Yes;” and those voting against such issue, &
ballot containing the words, *‘ For the issue of bonds to build a village
hall —Xo.”? Such votes shall be canvassed and returned in the
same manner prescribed by law for the canvassing and returning of
the votes cast for village officers. And if at said election s majority of
the legal voters voting on said proposition shall vote for the issue of
bonds, “For building a village hall—Yes,” then said bonds may be
issuned in accordance with said proposition, and not otherwise.

Seq. 3. This act shall take effect and be in foree from and after its
passage
