CHATTER 94.

That section four hundred and eighty-one
of the Penal Code of the state of Minnesota be and the
same is hereby amended by adding thereto, after the
word “thereon,” an additional paragraph, as follows:

«7. Unties, unfastens or liberates without authority,
the horse or team of another; or leads, rides or drives
away without authority, the horse or team of another
trom the place where it was left by the owner or person
in charge thereof.”
