Secrron 1. That section six thousand five hundred and
seventy-five (6575) of the General Statuics of 1894 be and
the same is hereby amended so as to read as follows:

Sec. 6075, A person who keeps a house of illfame or
assignation of any description, or a house, tent, vehicle,
resort or place of any kind, tharacter or description for
persons to visit for unlawful sexual intercourse, or for
anv other lewd. obscene or indecent purpose shall ha
guilty of a felony. Any person who keeps a disorderly
house, or any place of public resort by which the peace,
comfort or decency of a neighborhood is habitually dis-
turbed, or who as agent or owner lets a building, or any
portion of a building, knowing that it is intended to be
uged for any purpose specified in this section, or who
permits a building, or a portion of a building to be used,
is guilty of a misdemeanor.

8ec. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage.

CHAPTER 159.

An act to amend section scven thousand one hundred
and sizty-nine (7169) of the General Statutes of eighteen
hundred and ninety-four (1894), relating to examination
of offenders, commitment for trial and taking bail.

Fe it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minne-
mota:

SgcrioNn 1. That section seven thousand one hundred
and sixty-nine (7169) of ithe General Statutes of eighteen
hundred and ninety-four (1894) be amended so as to read
as follows:

Bec. 7169. Whenever any person charged with having
committed an offense shall be brought before any justice
of the peace, or couri commisgioner, for examination in
accordance with the provisions of this chapter, if such
person shall, before the commencement of the examina-
tion, make oath that from prejddice or other cause, he be-
lieves that the justice or court commissioner will not de-
cide impartially in the matter, then said justice or court
commissioner shall immediately transmit all the papers
in the case to a justice of the peace of the same or an
adjoining election district, in the same county, qualified
by law to conduct the examination, who shall proceed
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with the examination in the same manner as though said
person bad first been brought before him; but no case
shall be so removed after a second adjournment had
therein, and only one removal shall be allowed in the
same case.

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage.

" CHAPTER 160.

An acl to amend sections one thousand eight hundred
and thirty-three (1833), one thousand eight hundred and
thirty-four (1834), one thousend eight hundred and thirty-
five (1835) and one thousand eight hundred and thirty-
six (1836) of the General Statutes eightecn hundred and
ninety-four (1894) of the State of Minnesota, relating to
the laying out of temporary public cart-ways.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minne-
gota:

S8ecrion 1. That section one thousand eight hundred
and thirty-three (1833), General Statutes eighteen hun-
dred and nineiy-four (1894), be and the same is hereby
amended so as to read as follows:

See. 1833. That whenever any two or more owners 0f
pine lands in this state shall wish to have a temporary
public cart-way, or a right of way for a flume for trans
porting logs and lumber, laid out they may make applica-
iion therefor im writing to the supervisors of the town
in which such cart-way or flume-way is desired; or, if
tbe samc be not within any orgunized {fown, then to the
commissioners of the county; and such supervisors or
commisgionery ghall thercupon procced to lay out such
temporary ecart-way or flume-way in all respects as pro-
vided by the law in force at the time of such applications,
in relation to laying out permanent public cart-ways by
town supervisors, except as hereinafter provided; and
the cart-ways or flume-ways hereby authorized shall not
be lesg than one (1) nor more than two (2) rods in width
if Iaid out separately. and not less than two (2) nor more
than three (3) rods in width if laid cut together as one
way; provided, that any flume-way that may be construct-
od npon any way as provided for herein shall be subject,
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
