CHAPTER 61.

An act to appropriaie money {o reimlurse W. B, Hen-
nessy for his expenses incurred in the contest of his elec-
tion as a member of the leqislature of the State of Minne-

sota for the wear cighteen hundred wnd ninety-nine
(1899).

Be it enacted by the Legisiature of the State of Minne-
sota:

SectioN 1. That the sum of two hundred and twenty-
five (225) dollars is hereby appropriated out of any money
in the state treasury mot otherwise appropriated to be
paid to Y. B. Hennessy, a member of the present house
of reprerentatives of the legiglature of the State of Min-
nesota to reimburse him for his expenses incurred in the
contest for his seat in said house, instituted against him
by one J. F. George. That a warrant payable to said
V. B. Hennesgy or to his order for said sum be drawn
by the proper officer of the State of Minnesota and deliv-
ered to him or to hig order for payment.

BSec. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after ite passage.

CHAPTER 62.

An act authorizing officers, divectors and stockholders
of corporations to administer oaths and take ackiowledy-
ments of instrumenis wherein such corporalion is infer-
ested.

Be it epacted by the Legislature of the State of Minne-
sota:

SecrioNn 1. Any person authorized to take acknowl-
edgments or administer oaths, who is at the same time
an officer, director or stockholder of a corporation, is
hereby authorized to take acknowledgments of instru-
ments wherein such corporation is interested, and to ad-
minister oaths to any other ofliicer, director or stockholder
of such corporation, ag such, as fully and effectually as
if he were not an officer, director or stockholder of such
corpodition. ‘

SEC. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after it passage.
