CHAPTER 26—H. F. No. 88.

An Adct to amend section one (1) of chapler 99, Ueneral
Laws of 1907, relating to appropriation of money by counties
to be used for the purpose of maininining an exhibit at the
State Fair.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

County commissioners empowered to appropriate $500 for
county exhibits at state fair.—Section 1. That seetion 1, of chap-
ter 99, General Laws of 1907, be, and the same hereby is amended
50 as to read as follows:

Seetion 1. The board of county commissioners of any county
in the state is hereby authorized and empowered to appropriate
out of the gencral revenue fund of said county, such a sam of
money, not exceeding five hundred dollars ($500.00) annually, as
they may deem advigahle for the purpose of assisting to maintain
an exhibit of the produets of said county at the Minnesota state
fair.

Sec. 2. This act shall take effeet and be in foree from and
after its passage,
