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"Section 3. The board of regents of the state un ive r s i ty is
hereby authorized to nequire by gift, purchase or coudciiini.ition.
such land, together with, the buildings thereon, us it may deem
necessary for campus, and to erect an engineering building and
laboratory to cost not to exceed two hundred and fifty thousand
(250,000) dollars, and thereafter deal with the same as said board
shall determine that the needs of aaid university may requiie.
To provide the necessary funds therefor, the said auditor is au-
thorized and directed to levy and collect in the same manner as
other state taxes for the year 1907, and next succeeding five
years, the sum of one hundred and seventy-five thousand (175,-
000) dollars for each of said years, and a tax levy sufficient to pro-
duce such sum shall be levied each year on all of tie taiahle
property of the state; and pending the levy and collection thereof
said board may, if it seems necessary or desirable, issue and dis-
pose of its certificates of indebtedness payable witli interest there-
on in such form and upon such terms and conditions as it may
determine in an amount not exceeding the amount tr> be raised
by taxation herennder.

Tne buildings herein provided for shall be constructed under
the supervision of the board of control as provided in chapter
119, section 7 of the General Laws of 1905."

Act relating to tJie saie of, or other ctiapogition, ojr the
labor of convicts sentenced to and confined in the state prison.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Selling- of labor of convicts prohibited.—Section 1. Thiit
after the passage and approval of this act it shall be unlawful
for the state board of control, or the warden of the state prison.
or any person exercising control of or supervision over any con-
vict sentenced to and confined in said prison to enter into any
contract or agreement, or any arrangement, whereby the labor-
er service of said convict is either sold or leased or otherwise
disposed of for hire to any person or to any party.

Provided, however, that nothing herein contained shall IK-'
either deemed or construed to either invalidate or validate any
existing contract relating to the labor of convicts confined in
said prison.

Sec. 2. All acts and parts of acts inconsistent herewith are
hereby repealed.
