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Provided, that when issued and sold, said bonds do not make
the net indebtedness of the city exceed HI per centum of its
assessed value, such net indebtedness to be calculated and deter-
mined as provided by ^ection 777 Revised Laws Minnesota 1005.

Sec. 2. Application.—This act shall apply to and legalize
all of such bonds as are issued and sold, regardless of whether
issued and sold at the same time or at different times.

Sec. 3. Tins act shall take effect and be in force from and
after its passage.

An Act to restrict the use of common drinking cups.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Use of common drinking cups in public places
prohibited.— In order to prevent the spread of communicable
diseases, the use of common drinking cups in public places, pub-
lic conveyances and public buildings, is hereby prohibited.

Sec. 2. Violation a misdemeanor.—Whoever violates the
provisions of this act whali be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor
and be liable to a tine, not exceeding twenty-five dollars (f>25.00)
for each offense.

Sec. 3. Tins act shall take effect and be in force from and
after July 1st, 1013.

An Act to provide for the appoint in cut of supremo court
commissioners, prescribing their qualifications, the wan nor of
their appointment, their duties, and fixing tlicir term a.nd com-
pensation.

Section 1. Two commissioners of supreme court to be ap-
pointed by the court at the same salary as a justice of the su-
preme court.—The supreme court of the state, upon the taking
effect of this act, is hereby authorized and directed to appoint
two persons as commissioners of the supreme court, each of
whom shall possess the same qualifications, and take a like oath
as justices of the supreme court. Such appointment shall be
for six vears from the date thereof.
