An act to amend Section 4776 of the General Startwtes of
Jinnesota for 1913, relating to rewards.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Rewards that may be paid by the game and fish
commission.—That section 4776 of the General Statutes of Min-
nesota for 1913 be and the same is hereby amended so as to read
as follows:

4776. The following rewards may be paid by the game
and fish commission out of any fund subject to its order to any
person or persons making complaint thereof for the arrest and
conviction or for furnishing evidence sufficient to secure con-
viction of any person violating any of the provisions of this
chapter or other enactments involving: (a) moose or caribou,
the sum of fifty dollars: (b) deer, thessum of twenty-five dol-
lars: {c) any game or other bird or fish, ten dollars, provided,
however, that this section shall not apply to any game warden
rcguhrlv employed and receiving salary from said c.ommlss:on

Section 1. Certain assignments of mortgages legalized.—In
every case where a mortgage heretofore made has been assigned
in writing and said assignment is defective in that it incorrectly
refers to the book or page or both hook and page wherein said
mortgage is recorded in the oflice of the register of deeds for
the county wherein the land aifected thereby is situated and
where any said mortgage so assigned has been heretofore fore-
closed according to law, by advertisement or otherwise, all said
assignments and all said foreclosures of mortgages where so
assigned, shall be and the same are hereby made valid and de-
clared 1o be valid and sufficient for all purposes and of the
same force and effect in all respects the same as if said assign-
ment of said mortgage had correctly referred to the bhook or
page or both hook and page. wheréin said mortgage was re-
curded in said register of deeds office. Provided, that this act
shall not affect any proceeding now pending i any of the
courts of this state.

See. 2. This act shall take effect from and after its passage.
