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CHAPTER 296—H. F. No. 123.

An act to empower county agricultural societies to acquire real
property by right of eminent domain.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:
Section 1. County agricultural societies to have right of emi-

nent domain.—Every county agricultural society may acquire, by
right of eminent domain, such private real property, as may be
necessary or convenient for the'transaction of the public business
for which it was formed.

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from and after
its passage.

CHAPTER 297—H. F. No. 133.

An act to amend Section 122, General Statutes, 1913 relating to
the power of the Supreme Court to make rules.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:
Section 1. Supreme Court to make rules.—Section 122, Gen-

eral Statutes, 1913, is hereby amended so as to read as follows:
The Supreme court shall have all the authority necessary for

carrying into execution its judgments and determinations, and for
the exercise of its jurisdiction as the supreme judicial tribunal of
the state, agreeable to the usages and principles of law. Such court
shall prescribe and from time to time may amend and modify, rules
of practice therein and also rules governing the examination and
admission to practice of attorneys at law and rules governing their
conduct in the practice of their profession and rules concerning the
presentation, hearing and determination of accusations against at-
torneys at law not inconsistent with law, and may provide for the
publication thereof at the cost of the state.
