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CHAPTER 128—H. F. No. 160 •

An act to amend Section 1 of Chapter 331, General Laws 1919,
relating to the salaries of stenographic reporters in Municipal
Courts.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Salary of stenographic reporter in Municipal
Court in certain counties.—That Section 1, Chapter 331, General
Laws 1919, be amended so as to read as follows:

"Section 1. Each Judge of the municipal court of the City of
Minneapolis may appoint a stenographic reporter, who shall be well
skilled in his profession and competent to discharge the duties re-
quired, and who shall be a sworn officer of the court, and shall hold
his office during the pleasure of said judge so appointing him.

The salary of said reporter shall be twenty-eight hundred dollars
($2,800.00) per annum, payable in monthly installments by the
ctty treasurer of the City of Minneapolis, from any funds in the city
treasury not otherwise appropriated.

Such reporters upon the request of a parry to ah action for
forcible entry or unlawful detainer, or his attorney, shall take notes
of the evidence in such action without charge to such party."

CHAPTER 129—H. F. No. 288

An act to amend Section 18, Chapter 34, Special Laws 1889, as
heretofore amended, relating to salaries of judges and clerks of the
municipal court of the City of Minneapolis.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Salaries of judges and clerks of Municipal Court
in the City of Minneapolis.—That Section 18, Chapter 34, Spe-
cial Laws, 1889, as amended by Chapter 465, General Laws 1907,
Chapter 126, General Laws 1911, Chapter 482, General Laws 1917,
Chapter 303, General Laws 1919, Chapter 201, General Laws 1921,
Chapter 413, General Laws 1923, and Chapter 424, General Laws
1927, be and the same hereby is amended to read as follows:

"Sec. 18. The Judges and Clerks of said Court shall receive the
following yearly salaries, in each case payable out of the treasury
of the City of Minneapolis, in semi-monthly installments, to-wit:
