CHAPTER 165—H. F. No. 197

An act to amend Mason's Minnesota Statutes of 1927, Section
G663, providing for the election of a chairman and a vice-chairman of
boards of county commissioners so as to provide for the election of
a second vice-chairman tn certain cases.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Vice-chairman of county board in certain cases.—
Mason’s Minnesota Statutes of 1927, Section 663 is hereby amended
so as to read as follows:

“Sec. 663. Such board, at its first session in each year, shall
elect from its members a chairman and a vice-chairman. The chair-
. man shall preside at its meetings and sign all documents requiring
signature on its behalf, and his signature as chairman, attested by the
auditor, shall be binding as the signature of such board. In case of
the absence or incapacity of the chairman, the vice-chairman shall
perform his duties. I'n counties having wmore than five commissioners,
and in which counties the mayor of a city of the first class located in
such county is by law ex officio chairman of such board, ¢ second
vice-chairman shall also be elected, who shall perform the duties of
the chairman and vice-chairman in their absence. 1f the chairman and
.vice-chairman or vice-chairmen as the case may be, are absent from
any meeting, all documents requiring the signature of the hoard shall -
be signed by a majority thereof and likewise attested.
