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Sec. 3. Fund to be kept in'State Treasury.—Such fund shall
be in the state treasury and shall be paid out in the manner pre-
scribed by law.for moneys therein.

See.'4, Uses of fund.—Such fund shall be. used for the pur-
chase of raw materials, payment of salaries, wages, and other. ex-
penses necessary and proper in the conduet of the activities pro-
vided for herein.

Sec. 5. Subdivision 1. Powers of Commissioner.—The com-
missioner of Administration may repair, alter or construet ma-
chinery, furniture or other property for any officer, department
or agency of the state, or construct any partition or alter-any.ar-
rangement of an office- upon written requisition by such officer-or
the head of such department or.ageney. Such requisition shall be
subject to the allotment and incumbrance provisions of Laws 1939,
Chapter 431.

Subd. 2. State Auditor to-transfer funds,—When such. re-
pair, alteration or construetion has been completed, the Commis-
sioner of Administration shall present to the department or agen-
ey a detailed statement of the cost thercof, If the head of the de-
partment or agency approves the statement, he shall request the
state auditor to transfer the amount thereof from the proper ap-
propriation to the Administration Revolving Fund and the state
auditor is hereby authorized to make such transfer. 1f the head
of any department or agency disapproves of any statement so pre-
sented, the dispute shall be submitted to the Governer whose de-
cision shall be final and binding upon the officer or the head of
the department or agency.

Subd. 3.  Commiszioner of Administration to request trans-
fer.—When the Commissioner of Administration shall have paid
Jrom his appropriation for salaries, supplies or expense for any
materials or labor used for the purposes of this-subdivision, he
shall request the state-auditor to transfer the amount thereof from
the Administration Revolving Fund to the appropriation item from
which it was paid and the state auditor is hercby authorized .to
make such transfer.
