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to a point one hundred fifty feet south of the southerly line
of Jefferson avenue; thence easterly on a line parallel with
the southerly line of Jefferson avenue to a point where the
center line of Richmond street if produced southerly would

_intersect said line; thence southerly on said center line of
"Richmond street if produced southerly to the northerly line
of the right of way of the Chicago, St. Paul, Minneapolis and
Omaha Railway Company; thence northeasterly along said
right of way to a point on the northerly line of lot thirty-
three (33), Sloan's subdivision of part of block fifteen (15),
Stinson, Brown and Ramsey's addition, intersecting said right
of way; thence westerly on the northerly line of lots 33, 34,
35 and 36, Sloan's subdivision of part of block 15, Stinson,
Brown and Ramsey's addition, to the southeasterly corner of
lot 10 of said Sloan's subdivision; thence northerly along the
easterly line of said lot 10 to the southerly line of Nieder-
hoefer street; thence westerly on the southerly line of Nie-
derhoefer street one hundred forty-seven feet to place of be-
ginning, being part of Sloan's subdivision and part of block
16, Stinson, Brown and Ramsey's addition to St. Paul.

Sec. 2. This act shall take effect and be in force from
and after its passage.

CHAPTER 56—H. F. No. 286
An act relating to the county ivelfare board of any county

and any city of the first class within such county, which such
city shall contain taxable property having an assessed valu-
ation of more than 90 per cent of the assessed; amending
Minnesota Statutes 194-1, Section 393.01, Subdivision 4.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota :'

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1941, Section 393.01, Sub-
division 4 is hereby amended to read as follows:

Subdivision 4. Board of public welfare to be county wel-
fare board in certain counties. In any county and any city of
the first class within such county, which such city shall con-
tain taxable property having an assessed valuation of more
than 90 per cent of the assessed valuation for taxation pur-
poses of all property in such county, the board of public wel-
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fare shall be continued as the county welfare board and shall
be appointed or elected as provided by Laws 1929, Chapter
371, as amended. This board shall receive such compensation
and have and exercise all the powers as provided by Laws
1929, Chapter 371, as amended, in addition to any other and"
further powers granted herein and shall have and perform
all of the additional duties referred to in section 393.07, ex-
cept that the executive secretary of such board shall be ap-
pointed and his salary shall be fixed pursuant to section
393.04.

CHAPTER 57—H. F. No. 287
(Amending Minnesota Statutes 1945, Section 382.153)

An act relating to surety bonds required to be furnished
by county officers.and employees in counties now or hereafter
having a population of more than 250,000, and amending
Laws 1QJ+3, Chapter 537, Section 1.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State-of Minnesota:

Section -1. Laws 1943, Chapter 537, Section 1, is hereby
amended to read as follows:

Premium on surety bonds to be paid by county in certain
cases. In counties now or hereafter having a population of
more than 250,000, when a corporate surety bond has been
furnished- by any county officer or employee pursuant to
statute or resolution of the County Board, the premium there-
for shall be paid by the county, provided that the County
Board may designate the surety.

The County Board shall cause to be published in its official
publication a notice for bids for the furnishing of all such
bonds and shall award a contract to the lowest responsible
bidder.
