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for the purpose of permitting the corporation to close its
affairs and disposing of its property.

Sec. 2. Two years extension., Any and all transfers and
conveyances of property by the corporation made or done after
the date of the termination of its corporate existence and on or
before two years after the passage of this act are hereby legal-
ized and made of the same force and effect as if the same had
been done within the three years after the date of the termina-
tion of its corporate existence.

Sec. 8. Limitation. This act shall not affeet any action
or proceedings now pending.
