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If more than 50 per cent of the voters, voting on the propo-
sition, vote in the affirmative, such increase shall continue
after June 30, 1951.

The clerk of the probate court is hereby authorized to de-
stroy all vouchers or receipts filed in estates and guardianship
proceedings of record in his office after such estates or guard-
ianships have been closed for a period of 20' years, or more,
except receipts for any federal or state taxes.
