actually made to shareholders in the 12-month period following
the close of such taxable year and not later than the date of
the first regular dividend payment made after such declaration.

Sec. 2. The provisions of this chapter shall be applicable
to all taxable years beginning after December 31, 1952.

CHAPTER 322—S. F. No. 647

An act relating to tax levies for road and bridge purposes.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Road levy, Winona County. In any county in
this state now or hereafter having a population of not less
than 39,000, nor more than 42,000 inhabitants, according to
the 1950 federal census and containing more than 19 and less
than 23 full and fractional congressional townships and having
an area of not less than 600 nor more than 700 square miles, the
county board at its July meeting may include in its annual levy
an amount for the county road and bridge fund which shall not
exceed twenty mills on the dollar of the taxable valuation of the
county.

CHAPTER 323—S. F. No. 990
\ [Coded]

An act relating to the use of saccharin, sulfamate or other
artificial sweetenina product in dietary foods and beverages
and providing for the labeling of such products.
Be it enacted by the\ Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. [31.023] Dietary foods; artificial sweeten-
ing; labeling. It is unlawful for any person, firm, or corpora-
tion to manufacture and sell, or cause to be sold, within the
state any article of food or beverage intended for human con-
sumption as a special dietary product when such food or bev-
erage is sweetened or made palatable with saccharin, sulfamate,
or other artificial sweetening product approved by the com-
missioner of agriculture, dairy, and food, when saccharin, sul-
famate, or other approved artificial sweetening product is com-
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pletely substituted for sugar in any statutory defined article of
food or beverage. Such special dietary foods or beverages of-
fered for sale at retail shall be segregated from other foods or
beverages. The portion of the store, display counter, shelving,
or other place where such special dietetic, artificially sweetened
foods or beverages are displayed or offered for sale, shall be
clearly and plainly identified by an appropriate sign reading
"FOR DIETARY PURPOSES". The container in which any
such food or beverage is sold or offered for sale to the public
shall be clearly, legibly, and noticeably labeled. Such label shall
contain the following:

"FOR DIETARY PURPOSES"
Contains (Saccharin) (Sulfamate) (Name of other
approved artificial form of sweetening product),
a nonnutritive artificial sweetener, for. use by per-
sons who must restrict their intake of ordinary
sweets. - •

CHAPTER 324—S. F. No. 1074
[Coded]

An act authorizing the destruction of obsolete city records
in certain cases.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. [465.63] Municipal records, destruction au-
thorized. [Subdivision 1.] The officers of any city, other
than cities of the first class, and of any board or commission
of such city, may destroy the following municipal records:

(1) Claims and vouchers paid by the city more than ten
years prior to such destruction;

(2) Receipts, miscellaneous papers, and correspondence
bearing dates more than ten years prior to destruction;

(3) Orders and checks paid more than ten years prior
to destruction.

Sec. 2. [Subd. 2.] The officer having custody of said
records shall first obtain written approval of the city attorney,
or if the records belong to a board or commission having its
own attorney, then the approval of such attorney. The officer
having custody of said records shall then request in writing the
further approval of the council, board or commission. If the
council, board or commission approves the request, the ap-
