of the state of equipment, supplies and materials or other
property including real property, from the federal govern-
ment; amending Minnesota Statutes 1953, Section 471,64.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1953, Section 471.64, is
amended to read:

471.64 Acquisition of certain property from United
States. Subdivision 1. Any county, city, village, borough,
town, school district, or other political subdivision of the state
may enter into any contract with the United States of America
or with any agency thereof for the purchase, lease, or other
acquisition of equipment, supplies, materials, or other prop-
erty, including real property, without regard to statutory or
charter provisions but in accordance with the rules and regu-
lations which may be prescribed by the United States of
America or any agency thereof.

Subd. 2. The governing body of any political subdivi-
sion of the state may designate by appropriate resolution or
order any officer or employee of its own to enter a bid or bids
in its behalf at any sale of equipment, supplies, material or
other property, including real property, owned by the United
States of America or any agency thereof and may authorize
him to make any down payment, or payment in full, required
in connection with such bidding.

An act authorizing a creation of permanent improvement
funds in each city or village when more than 50 percent of its
assessed valuation consists of iron ore and authorizing a tax
levy therefor.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Application. This act applies to each city
or village in which more than 50 percent of its assessed val-
uation of real and personal property consists of iron ore and
in which the total assessed valuation, of real and personal
property exceeds $200,000.
