An act to authorize certain milages to operate telephone
lines.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. [412.014] Power to operate telephone
lines. Any village heretofore or hereafter incorporated, in
the territory of which previous to such incorporation tele-
phone lines have been constructed and operated by a town as
authorized by Minnesota Statutes, Sections 237.33 to 237.40,
is hereby authorized to continue to operate such telephone
lines and the village shall have all the powers granted to towns
and the village council shall have all of the powers granted to
boards of supervisors under Minnesota Statutes, Sections
237.33 to 237.40.

CHAPTER 59—H. F. No. 158
[Coded]

An act relating to the service of meals at fairs conducted
by a county agricultural society, and permitting such service
without payment of local license fees.
Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. [157.033] Licenses when not required.
[Subdivision 1.] No governmental subdivision of this state
shall impose any license upon or collect a license or service
fee from any group, association or organization operating a
restaurant, as defined in section 157.01, where the purpose of
such operation is solely to provide meals, lunches or refresh-
ments for a limited period not to exceed one week at a fair
conducted by a county agricultural society. This exemption
from licensure does not exempt such group, association or or-
ganization from compliance with any sanitary or public health
ordinance or regulation of the political subdivision having
jurisdiction over the area in which such operation is con-
ducted.

Sec. 2. [Subd. 2.] For the purpose of this act a
county agricultural society shall not be considered to be a
governmental subdivision.
