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missioner, it is unlawful to take any species of protected
quadrupeds or birds with a crossbow, or to have a crossbow in
possession out of doors or in a motor vehicle in any territory
which is open at the time for taking any such quadrupeds or
birds, or in any territory where there is an open season for
taking deer -with firearms.for ten days preceding and five days
succeeding such season, unless the crossbow is unstrung and
contained in a case or in the trunk,of a motor vehicle with
the door closed.
