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libraries, museums, art galleries, parks, playgrounds, stadia,
sewers, sewage disposal plants, subways, streets, sidewalks;
for any utility or other public convenience from which a reve-
nue is or may be derived; for a permanent improvement
revolving fund; for changing, controlling or bridging streams
and other waterways; for the acquisition and betterment of
bridges and roads within two miles of the corporate limits;
and for acquisition of equipment for snow removal, street
construction and maintenance, or fire fighting. Without limita-
tion by the foregoing any such city, village, or borough may
issue bonds to provide money for any authorized corporate
purpose except current expenses.

Sec. 3. Minnesota Statutes 1957, Section 475.52, Sub-
division 4, is amended to read: ’

Subd. 4. Towns. Any town may issue bonds for the
acquisition and betterment of town halls, town roads and
bridges, nursing homes and homes for the aged, and for acqui-
sition of equipment for snow removal, road construction or
maintenance, and fire fighting.

The commissioner shall have the power and
authority to accept in behalf of the state contributions and
gifts for the use and benefit of children under the guardian-
ship or custody of the commissioner; he may also receive and
accept on behalf of such children, and cn behalf of patients
at the several state institutions for the mentally ill, the men-
tally retared, or the epileptic during the period of their hos-
pitalization and while on provisional discharge therefrom,
monies due and payable to them as old age and survivors in-
surance benefits, veterans benefits, pensions or other such
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monetary benefits. Such gifts, contributions, pensions and
benefits shall be deposited in and disbursed from the social
welfare fund provided for in sections 256.88 to 256.92.

enjoyment after the death of the grantor or vendor with the
name and place of residence of the vendor or vendee, and the
description of the property transferred, as shown by such
instrument.
