An act prescribing qualifications for county superintend-
ents of schools; amending Minnesota Statutes 1957, Sections
180.02, 882.01,

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1957, Section 382.01, is
amended to read:

382.01 Elected officers; terms. In every county in
this state there shall be elected at the general ¢lection in 1918
a county auditor, a county treasurer, sheriff, register of deeds,
count]y attorney, and coroner, and county superintendent of
schools.

The terms of office of these officers shall be four years
and shall begin on the first Monday in January next suc-
ceeding their election. They shall hold office until their
successors are elected and qualified. These officers shall be
filled by election every four years thereafter.

Sec. 2. [121.48] Establishment, discontinuance or
reestablishment of office; salary and clerk hire. Ezxcept in a
county wherein the school districts are consolidated into one
county district or in a county wherein the office of county
superintendent of schools is abolished, the county board may:

(1) Establish, discontinue, or restablish the office of
county superintendent of schools.

(2)  Determine the salary above the prescribed mini-
mums for the county superintendent of schools and audit and
allow necessary expenses and salaries of professional and
elerical help necessary to perform the duties of the office.

Sec. 3. Minnesota Statutes, Section 130.02, is hereby
amended to read:

130.02 Teacher defined for certification purposes. For
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the purposes of certification “teachers” includes persons em-
ployed in public schools as members of the instructional and
supervisory staff, such as superintendents, principals, super-
visors, classroom teachers, librarians, and the county super-
intendent of schools.

Sec. 4. [121.49] Certification of county superintend-
ent as teacher. The teacher elected as county superin-

superintendent of schools elected for a term beginning on or
before the first Monday in January, 1959, shall be deemed
eligible for re-election.
