(b) A copy of the affidavit (which need not bear a copy of
the death certificate) shall be supplied to the Register of Deeds or
Registrar of Titles; he will forward this copy to the commissioner
at his office in St. Paul, Minnesota.

{c) Where it appears that a schedule of non-probate assets
would otherwise not be required to be filed, the property, the lien on
which has been extinguished in accordance with the provisions of
paragraph (a) above, need not be reported on a schedule of non-
probate assets.

Sec. 2. The provisions of this act shall become effective dand
apply in all cases where death occurs on or after July 1, 1965.

An act designating certain trunk highways as the Blue Star
Memorial Highway, and providing for the placing of markers thereon.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1.  Subdivision 1. [161.14] [Subd. 13.] Blue
Star Memorial Highway, Trunk Highway Routes Numbered 390,
394, and 395, as described in Minnesota Statutes, Section 161.12,
are hereby named and designated as the Blue Star Memorial High-
way.

Subd. 2.  Subject to the approval of the commissioner of
highways, the Blue Star Memorial marker may be placed in road-
side rest areas, waysides, or parking areas within the right-of-way
of the routes described in subdivision 1.
