The laboratory services shall be available without charge'ta
the patient upon recommendation of .the referring physician if in the
judgment of the board the patient is without adequate funds to pay
the cost. In other cases the:board shall charge and bill the patient for
the cost of the diagnosis and investigation at the prevailing rate.

CHAPTER 482—H. F. No. 1500

An acr relating to the interstate highway system,; authorizing the
limited use of right of ways thereof; amend:ng Minnesota Statutes
1967, Section 161.434.

Be it enacted by the Legislatiire of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. Minnesota Statutes 1967, Section 161.434, is
amended to read:

161.434  Interstate highways; right of ways of interstate and
trunk highways; limited land use. The commissioner may also
make such arrangements and agreements as he deems necessary in the
public interest with eny gevernmental autherity; palitieat subdivisien;
or puble egeney; for the limited use of land owned as interstate or
trunk highway right of way, which use shall be for highway purposes,
including aesthetic purposes but not-including the erection of perma-
nent buildings. The commissioner shall secure the approval of the ap-
propriate federal agency where such approval is required.
