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of any agent shall be redeemed by the commissioner if presented for
redemption within the time prescribed by the commissioner therefor.
Any license blanks not presented for redemption within the period
prescribed shall be conclusively presumed to have been sold, and the
agent possessing the same or to whom they are charged shall be ac-
countable therefor.

An act relating to the trunk highway system; providing for a
tourist information center in South Dakota; appropriating money
therefor. )

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. [161.436] Trunk highways; tourist information
center in South Dakota. [Subdivision 1.]  Authority to acquire
site.  The commissioner of highways is authorized to enter into an
agreement with appropriate officials of the federal government and
the state of South Dakota, to acquire by gift or purchase for trunk
highway uses and purposes such land in the state of South Dakota as
he may deem necessary for use as a site for and to construct and op-
erate thereon a combination rest area and tourist information center,
which center shall be located not more than one mile west of the Min-
rgleasota-South Dakota state lines, along the eastbound lane of interstate

Sec. 2. [Subd. 2.] Operation and:  maintenance of
center.  The personnel who shall operate the center authorized by
section 1, shall be employees of the state of Minnesota. However, the
commissioner of highways may enter into an agreement with the ap-
propriate officials of the state of South Dakota, under which the main-
tenance to be provided to the center itself and the site in toto may be
provided by persons not employees of the state of Minnesota, which
persons may be employees of the state of South Dakota. The agree-
ment may provide for reasonable compensation.

Sec. 3. [Subd.3.] ©Payment of taxes and assessments,
The commissioner may, in connection with the construction, mainte-
nance, operation, and use of the center, pay any and all taxes or spe-
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cial assessments, if any, that may be assessed against said property by
the state of South Dakota or its political subdivisions or taxing dis-
tricts. Provided, however, that nothing in this section shall be con-
strued to authorize the commissioner to pay any tax or special assess-
ment which would not be required to be paid by the state of South
Dakota for similarly held and used property.

Sec. 4. [Subd. 4.] Costs to be paid out of truck highway
fund. The cost of the land acquisition, the construction, operation,
and maintenance costs as agreed, of the center provided for herein
shall be paid out of the trunk highway fund. -

An act relating to agriculture; defining adulterated foods and
confectioneries; amending Minnesota Statutes 1967, Section 31.01,
Subdivision 19.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section !.  Minnesota Statutes 1967, Section 31.01, Subdivi-
sion 19, is amended to read:

Subd. 19. Agriculture; adulterated foods; definition. An
article shall be deemed to be adulterated:

In the case of confectionery;

If it contains terra alba, barytes, coal tar dye, except those colors
certified as harmless for use in foods under the United States food and
drug act, or the rules and regulations for its enforcement, or sacchar-
ine, except for saccharine used as provided in section 31.75, chrome
vellow, or other mineral substance or any other poisonous or inju-
rious coloring or flavoring matter, or any substance or ingredient de-
leterious or detrimental to health, or any vinous, malt or spirituous
liquor or compound or narcotic drug;

In case of food:

(1)  If any substance has been mixed and packed with it so as
to reduce or lower or injuriously affect its quality or strength;

(2)  If any substance has been substituted, wholly or in part,
for the article;
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
