An act relating to St. Louis county; providing for alternates on
the board of adjustment.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. ST. LOUIS COUNTY; BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT;
ALTERNATES. In St. Louis county the board of adjustment created
pursuant to Laws 1959, Chapter 559, shall have two additional
members designated as alternates, either of whom may serve in the
place of any regular member who at any time may be unable Lo serve.
The alternates shall be appointed by the county board for terms
designated by the board. Alternates shall be compensated in the same
amount and manner as regular members of the board of adjustment.

Sec. 2. This act shall become effective upon its approval by the
governing body of the county of St. Louis, and upon compliance with
Minnesota Statutes, Section 645.021.

CHAPTER 170—S.F.No.1289

An act relating to St. Louis county; providing for maintenance of
prisoners at the county workfarm.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota:

Section 1. ST. LOUIS COUNTY; WORKFARM; PRISONER
MAINTENANCE. Notwithstanding any law to the contrary, when
another county, or a city, village or town in St. Louis county sends
prisoners to the St. Louis eounty workfarm for imprisonment, the
city, village or town, or other county, shall pay to St. Louis county, to
be eredited to the workfarm fund, a sum per prisoner per diem equal
to the average cost per prisoner of daily maintenance for all
prisoners, to be determined by the commissioners at their annual
meeting, based on actual cost records of receipts, disbursements and
other data including depreciation and maintenance for the preceding

year.
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
