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Subd. 2. ADOPTION OF SYMBOL. The symbol adopted by
Rehabilitation International's Eleventh World Congress shall be the
state symbol indicating buildings and facilities accessible to and
usable by persons in wheelchairs. In the interests of uniformity, it
shall be the sole symbol for display in or on all public or private
buildings and facilities which qualify for its use as determined by
the governor's commission on employment of handicapped persons
or its duly appointed representative. The secretary of state shall
obtain and keep on file the symbol.
