CLES. No vehicle or combination of vehicles equipped with pneumatic
tires shall be operated upon the highways of this state:

1. Where the gross weight on any wheel exceeds 9,000 pounds;

2. Where the gross weight on any single axle exceeds 18,000
pounds;

3. This limitation shall be increased by 20 percent from January 1
through March 7 each winter for haulers of raw and unfinished forest
products in the following specified zone of the state, where frost condi-
