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6.54 EXAMINATION OF MUNICIPAL RECORDS PURSUANT TO
PETITION. The freeholders of any registered voters in a home rule charter or statutory
city or town may petition the state auditor to examine the books, records. accounts, and
affairs of any sueh the home rule charter or statutory city. town, or of any organizational
unit, activity, project, enterprise, or fund thereof; and the scope of the examination may
be limited by the petition, but sueh the examination shall cover, at least, all cash received
and disbursed and the transactions relating thereto, provided that the state auditor shall
not examine mere than the six latest years preceding the circulation of the petition, unless
it appears to the state auditor during his examination that the audit period shouid be
extended to permit a full recovery under bonds furnished by public officers or employees,
and may if it appears to him in the public interest confine the period or the scope of audit
or both period and scope of audit. to less than that requested by the petition. When the
population of any such ety of town 15 not more than 2000 the petthon shaH be sipred by
the petition shall be signed by at least four freeholders for eneh 100 inhabitants In the
case of a home rule charter or statutory city or town, @ petition shall be signed by a
number of registered voters at least equal lo 20 percent of those voting in the last
presidential election. Likewise The freeholders of any school district may petition the state
aunditor w the same menrer and he shall be subject to the same restrictions regarding the
scope and period of audit, provided that the petition shall be signed by at least ten
freeholders for each 50 resident pupils in average daily membership during the preceding
school year as shown on the records in the office of the commissioner of education. In no
case shall the petition for an examination of a town bear the namés of less than 25
freeholders registered volers. and in the ease of & eity having a population over 2000 said
petition shall be sipaed by net less than 120 frecholders: and provided, that in the case of
school districts ard all other eities: satd , the petition shall be signed by at least ten
frecholders. At the time it is circulated, every petition shall contain a statement that the
cost of the audit will be borne by the city. town, or school district as provided by law.
Thirty days before sueh the petition is delivered 1o the state auditor it shall be presented

An aci relating 1o town roads; providing for the establishment of certain cariways, and
authorizing the expenditure of town road and bridge funds under certain conditions; amending
Ainnesota Starutes (978, Section [64.08, Subdivision 2.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MINNESOTA:
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Section 1. Minnesota Siatutes 1978, Sectien 164.08, Subdivision 2, 1s amended 10
read:

Subd. 2. SHALL BE ESTABLISHED IN CERTAIN INSTANCES. Upon petition
presented to the town board by the owner of a tract of land containing at least five acres,
who has no access thereto except over the lands of others. the town board by resolution
shall establish a cartway at least two rods wide conneciing the petitioner’s land with a
public road. In an unorganized territory, the board of county commissioners of the counly
in which the tract is located shail act as the town board. The proceedings of the town
board shalt be in accordance with section 164.07. The amount of damages. if any, shall be
paid by the pelitioner to the town before such cartway is opened. Town road and bridge
funds shall not be expended on the cartway unless the town board, or the county board

by resolution determines that an expenditure is in the public jnterest. If no resolution is
adopted to that effect. the grading or other construction work and the maintenance of the

cartway is the responsibility of the petitioner, subject 1o the provisions of section 164.10.

CHAPTER 84—S.F.No.807

An act relating to intoxicating liguor; authorizing Washington Ceuniy lo issue an
off-sale license in Denmark township.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MINNESOTA:

Section 1. Notwithstanding any law to the contrary. the county board of
Washington County may issue an off-sale license to an establishment located within
Denmark township. with the approval of the commissioner of public safety. The license
fee for such a license shall be fixed by the county board in an amount not 1o exceed 3500,
A license issued pursuant to this act shall be governed by the appropriate provisions of
Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 340 except as otherwise provided herein.

Sec. 2. This act is effeclive upon approval of the Washington County board and
upon compliance with Minnesota Statutes. Section 645.021.
